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Death of a Renhold Farmer and

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THE VETERAN IN -
CRICKET

S. P. Keech’s Long Career
Recalled

It is a paradox of cricket
that the veleran is so often the
bei‘t exampje of the games
youthful spirit. Largeiy because
of fus zest for cricket he arrives
at the stage of .declining power
almost imperceptiply. Muybe his
eye 138 not so keen as once 1t
was; his Hngers no longer im-
part a spin that makes the
pitched ball spit viclousiy away
irom {ts line of flight; and in
the field he has los} the qQuick-
ness that makes a catch out of
the hardest chance. But thése
things escape ail but the most
observant of us. He still has
much to give to the lovellest
of games. Tried temperament
and ripe expérlence may en-
able htm to stand his ground
when the side’s innings 1s fall-
ing into ruin around him; or to
capture a wicket at the critical
moment. So he remalns active
among cricketers until nature
{s abused bv his exertions—and
he does not outstay his wel-
come. With truth it has been
sald that a cricketer never
really grows .old."

Sidnev Poole Keech, whose
identity the more readlly will
spring to readers’ minds if 1
eall him “ Dollar ", began %ny-
ing club cricket with the Bed-
ford Alma before the last war;
so to record that in the season
now ending he scored a_couple
of half-centuries for Bedford
Town. reached other useful
totals. and, when occasion de-
manded. bowled with all his
old spirit. s to substantiate
what 1 have wrltten about the
veteran In cricket. “ Dollar’
has the healthy look of a man
who has sought and found his
pléasures on _cricket’s sunlit
flelds during these many sum-
mers -past. He began the 1844
season by watching a match
from a pavillon seat and nn{-
ing to all-comers. *1I'm too old
to play.” Doubtless he will try
this self-deception again next
year. But I suspect that not
unti] the vyoung men return
from the wars to home and
cricket will “Dollar” lay aside
his willow blade once and for

all.
FOR COUNTY AT THREE
GAMES

A fine all-round sporisman,
Sid Keech is nevertheless a
modest man who declined to
help me in preparing this
article. and 1 have had to delve
rat random into The Bedford-
'ghire Times flles for informa-
i tion about his achlevements. So
obviously the picture presented
here is incomplete. Undoubtedly
cricket hns been his best gome,
but he and his great friend and
Queen's Works clubmate, Stan-
ley Harris, share. a unique_dis-
tinction. They played for Bed-
‘{ordshire at three games—
cricket. football, and hockey.
I'What a splendid contribution
[Queen‘s Works made to County
cricket. at the time when Keech
and Harris were in their pri e!
Under the captaincy of Tetley.
and later of Golding, there
were eech, Harris. Johnny
Ratcliffe. Basil Rogers (after-
wards a professional for Glam-
organ). “'Wicker” Childs, H.
Faulkner. and Alec Pacey, 2
of whom did well in the Bed-
fordshire side.

So far as I am uble to ascer-
tain. “Dollar's” best senson in
County cricket was 1931, when
he finished fourth in the Bed:
fordshire batting averages and
was gecond at bowling with
12 wickets for under 13 runs
aplece. He reached the pesk
of his form that year in a match
memorable for the recovery
Bedfordshire ‘made against

Cambridgdshire, " He took five
for 65 in Cambridgeshire’s first
innings of 197, At the tea In-
terval on the first day Bedford.
shire had lost six batsmen and
scored only 57 runs, Then
Queen's Works came to the
rescue. Keech (32) and Harris
(17) together put on 51, and
the batting side made 125. In
Cambridgeshire’s second ¥nock
(173) Keech's figures were {our
for 38. ro that mainly through
his work Bedfordshire were
able to make a gnllant attempt
to win the match; thuﬁ required
245 runs. and at the finish they
were 225 for nine,

Another rescue lnnings played
by Sid Keech In the same sea-
son was when the County fared
badly against Buckinghamshire,
whose bowling seems always to
be the skeleton in Bedford-
shire's cupboard. In reply to a
total of 252, the Bedfordshire

layers had lost seven batsmen

v the time 60 runs were uF,
but Keech (18) and A. B. Poole
(57) weathered the storm until
close of play. Raln caused the
game to be abandoned on the
second day.

OFF FIRST-CLASS BOWLERS

The highest score made by
“Dollar " for the County ap-
pearg to have been his 61 (in-
cluding ten boundarz hits)
against Sir Jullen Cahn’s XI
in 1934. It was the highest in
the Bedfordshire innings, and
made off such bowlers as Peebles
and Morkel. From the bowling
point of view, Keech's memories
of that match cannot be
amongst his hnrples!. He and
his colleagues 1n the Count{'s
attack suffered terrible afflic-
tion. Sir Jullen declared at
445 for four, and his side won
by an innings. “Dollar” played
a handsome part if the same
season in Bedfordshire's fine
victory by four wickets over
Buckinghamshire,. In their
second inmings Buckingham-
shire were out for 114, Keech
bowling 14 overs, six of which
were maidens, and taking four
for 20. Scoring 24 no} out, he
had the satisfaction o muklng
the winning hit.

“Dollar” has always been a
fast scorer, and even to-day he
makes some younger batsmen
look pedestrian by comparison.
He made severn] centuries in
club cricket., and his perform-
ances for Queen's Works year
after vear placed on him the
stamp of one of local cricket's
finest all-rounders between the
two wars, .

Sid Keech piayed at outside-
feft for Bedford Town F.C, in
a period, soon gner the last
war. when the Club's standard
of performance was probably
higher than it hae been at any
time since then, I find in the 1922
slle of The Bedfordshire Times
the opinion that the Eagles’
attack was the strongest in the
Northants. League, whose
championship the team - came
within an ace of winning. Those
with memories Jlon enough
will recall the grand forwards
of those days—Elderton, Keech,
Toseland. Lucas, and Sparrow.
“Dollar” was saild to have
pldyed “a sriﬂt ame” -against
Chelsea—the Eagles lost a close
ncounter. 6—4 — and when
éedlord defeated Northampton

eserves 2—1 our critic wrote:
“The man of the forward libe
whis undoubtedg eech; -he
was chiefly nsible for the
georing of Bedford’'s goals, and
was generally there when
wanted.”

S?C(;'ER TO HOCKEY
“Dollar” also Played for Big-
eswade, and then turned {o
ockey for his winter gport. It
is remarkable how gifted some
men are in any ball game they
like' to take up. Keech served
Queen's Works Hockey XI go
well at right-back tha{ he was
twice chosen for the County.

But those hall- murkug in
1944 promipte me;To write this
article. and I will end on a

noté concerning 8id XKecch's
cricket, ‘A few weeks 8go
saw him drop the simplest of
catchep. and, as crlﬁkmgn will,
his team-mates “pulled his leg’
mercilessly. -One advised him
to get thé umpire’s permission
to “take a sack put’” And it
occurred to me that here was
the true measure of a e
sportsman’s yogularlt. Only
pooular .men. have eir legs
pulled. ' '

When the time comes there
will be sadness in his leave-
taking. But if.I had “Dollar’s’
mqm%rlgu of days {n the sun 1
ghould be content and envy no
man. )

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DEATH OF MR.
“DOLLAR” KEECH

County Player in
Three Sports

Mr. Sidney Poole Keech, 19
Irwin Road, Bedford, who died
on Friday at his home, repre-
sented Bedfordshire in no less
than three fields of sport,
cricket, association football,
and hockey.

Aged 64, Mr. Keech s sur-
vived by his wife, Mrs. Lilian
E. Keech. one son and one
daughter. Born in Bedford, he
was educated at the Clapham
Road and Goldington Road
Schools, and on leaving school
went to work for W. H. Allen
Sons and Co. Ltd., where he
wasg chief electrical buyer at
the time of his death.

Known to his friends as
“Dollar,” Mr. Keech had this
nickname from school days,
and it remained all through
his life,

During the 1914-18 war, he
served with the 1/120 Bedford-
shire Yeomanry and was in
France. He was'a member of
the Gun team. During the
1939-45 war he was in the
Home Guard, and stories have
it that in those days he was
referred to Corporal Dollar.,

FORCEFUL BAT

At cricket, he was a very
forceful batsman. a useful
change fast bowler, and could
perform behind the wicket 1f
necessary. Mr, Keech was a
member of the Bedford Alma
Club which won the Bedtord
League Championship in 1913,

On his demobilization in
1918. he turned his afTections
to Queens Works, where he
oined such company as Basil
ogers, * Wicker " Childs,
stan Hairis and Johny Rat-
cliffe, all county cricketers in
thelr time, and all coached by
Jack Board, of Gloucesershire.

Perhaps his best season in
Minor Counties cricket was in
1931, when Mr. Keech finished
fourth in the Bedfordshire
batting averages, and was
second at bowling, with 12
wickets for under 13 runs
aplece.

SEVERAL CENTURIES

He made several centunes
in club cricket, and his per-
formances tor Queens Wuuks
vear after year placed on him
the stamp of one of local
cricket's finest all-rounders
between the two wars.

Bedford, und three children,
Miss - Mary “Keens,- a; member
of the GP.Q. staff, Bedford;

Group-Captain. L. T, Keens,
O.BE., at- present at R.A.F.
Headquarters, "Aden; and Mr.
R Lyall Keens, Secretary of
British Chamber ‘of Commerce.

The funeral service wil] take
place at Holy Trinity Church
to-morrow (Wednesday),

The school cricket honours board shows Ross Kellett as playing for the school first team in 1923 at the age of 15
and R Kellett playing in 1924, 1925 and 1926. | know 'R' is Ross as Richard was awarded the CBE in 1943 and
the press report indicates he was at Bedford from 1910 to 1923.

Richard definitely played cricket once for the RAF but | wonder if your comprehensive records indicate if he ever
played cricket for the School XI? A 1940 report states he played for both the school and County but he could
have been mixed up with his brother.

This season has been what can only be described as the crowning
glory of Terry King's three year reign at Bedford Town Football
Club - and what a way to go - flying high on three promotions and
several cup successes. He has certainly gained a rightful place in the
history of the Club which owes a debt of gratitude to this man for his
contributions over the years.

Terry King became manager of Bedford Town at the start of season 1992/93,
having come out of retirement after a 45 year association with Potton United. At
that time the Eagles had just completed their first season of non-league football
after a 10 year break, and had finished the term in 4th position of Division One
of the South Midlands Football League, playing on a park pitch under the
management of Tony Sullivan who, on Terry King's arrival, moved comfortably
into the position of Assistant Manager. :

During his first season with the Eagles, he skippered the side to the
Championship of the First Division and claimed the Harry Robinson Trophy
which was the icing on the cake, beating Kempston Rovers 1-0. Terry guided
players such as Vernon Pedley, Tony Luff, Dave Liddle, Billy Horn, John Friend,
Aaron Coker, Jason Reed, John Carmichael, Martin Cox, Ian Phelan, Paul
Daniels, Paul Grant and Jamie Hunter to these victories, clocking up 163 goals
in 46 games, conceding only 40 goals, losing a mere 4 and drawing S
matches. Watching eagerly from the dug out, Terry witnessed his players
performing brilliantly against such teams as Flamstead, London Colney, Sandy
Albion and Bedford United when, after being beaten on Boxing Day, Bedford

put all to rights on the Easter Monday with Jamie Hunter netting a hat-trick
against his old club. Terry will undoubtedly remember 3rd May, 1993, when
Bedford won the league in front of a huge Bank Holiday crowd, beating
Caddington 6-1 with six different Eagles scorers. Also during this season he was
eventually named the SML ‘Manager of the AMonth' for April.

The following Season (1993/94) Terry experienced a move in two directions,
one to the New Eyrie in Meadow Lane, the other into the Premier Division of the
SML. His name will go down in history as being the first manager to be installed

at the new ground. This season also saw the team entering no less than 9 cup

Competitions, which, perhaps with hindsight, was a little over the top. However,

Terry did achieve clinching the Hinchingbrooke Cup and the South Midlands

Floodlit Cup, on the way to securing yet another championship in the Premier

Division. During this term Terry led the Eagles out three times against his old

team Potton United, at first unsuccessfully in the Bedfordshire Senior Cup, and

then later on in the Hinchingbrooke Cup, which necessitated being played twice

due to a draw in the semi final, this time winning 4-1. These must have been

emotional games for him. As was undoubtedly reaching the final in the

Bedfordshire Premier Cup against Endsleigh Division One side Luton Town,

losing 2-1 in the dying minutes of play.

Season 1994/95 has been a real challenge for Terry. A season of thrills and

spills has ended with promotion bids being closely contested for against strong

opposition, a completely different style of football and sadly, the loss of right
hand man Andy Lloyd. However, Terry has risen above all these obstacles,

pressing on stoically for a promotion bid to Division Two of the Diadora

Football League and the finals of the Hinchingbrooke Cup and the Bedfordshire

Senior Cup.

Terry will always have a special place in Eagles' memories, and we hope to see

him cheering the Eagles teams of the future, as his larger than life view points

and personality will always have an audience at the New Eyrie.

What moro popular cvicketer throughout
the county could be.chosen to insugurnte a
now feature than Wilfred King, Redford-
shire’s captain, left-handed hitter, and slow to
medium bowler? While Wilfred is on the
field he is usually the cnuse of excitement of
some kind. . He is either thrilling the epecta-
torg with his oxtraovdinavily powerful strokes
which send the ball soaring well over their
heady, or he is exciting the mind of the padded
batsman waiting for one of his predeceseors to
bo beaten and bowled, when he himself will
b called npon to faco bowling which borders
on the art of wisardry, when King gets n
wicket to his liking.

Born at Keysoe Park on July 6, 1884, edu-
cated at Bodford Modern School, hs waa
blessed, in addition to the rervices of  Dick *
Rogers as a coach, with an enthusiastic
crickoting father, and many o time, when a
youth, King has taken 0 or 100 runs out of
his cricketing “ bag ' he has placed a similar
number of coina in his ' evory-duy hage,' the
gift of a generous and proud parent The
present captain fivst turned out for his County

in 1805, ngninst Northumberland, ecoring 55
and 12, while in his neat County match,
which was sgainst Staffordshire, he mct and
flogged tho famous bowler Barnes for B3 of the
boab. At the end of this scason we find King
had 1233 runs and 118 wicketa to his credit.

You have taken me back a long way! You must have done some keen detective work to trace
me after all these years.. I will do my best to provide you with some information on my father’s
cricketing career, but I was only 12 at the outbreak of the Second World War, after which date |
don’t think he ever touched bat or ball.

He was indeed born in India, at Poona, where my grandfather was in the Indian Civil Service.
He was a right handed bat and certainly on occasion kept wicket - he had a remarkably good and
quick eye. I cannot help you over the Indian Cricket Board, but he was only out there apart from as a
boy, Between 1929-1931. Does that date fit? Could it have been his father?

He certainly played cricket in India, regularly playing with the Maharajah of Patiala, a
fanatical player, who, short of a flat area in his domain, took the top off a mountain! My father was a
“lazy” bat and preferred to score in boundaries, especially in the heat of India and this was quite
costly in balls lost over the edge. He played regularly in R.A. and R E. fixtures when in England.. He
was chosen as an Instructor at Staff College in the ‘20’s because they wanted a good opening bat.

He died in November 1963 at his home Twyford House, Twyford, Winchester, Hants.

He was commissioned in 1910, and served throughout the first World War in France winning
a D.S.O, I believe for keeping his guns firing under close attack; he was also Mentioned in
Dispatches. He was again Mentioned in Dispatches in World War Two, after Dunkirk where as
divisional C.R.A. he instructed his gunners to destroy their guns and take their gun sights home with
them. He and Monty fell out and he spent the rest of the war on home staff appointments. Apart
from dabbling in market gardening, he did not take up any business interests, but did have a number
of local and charitable interests.

Appointed captain in
1902 and served as second in command and adjutant of the Lagos Battalion West African Field Force
(WAFF) in 1903 and to full command in 1905. In that year he returned home and was stationed at
Fermoy, Munster and began his international Rugby Career for Ireland. In 1911 he was posted to
the staff of the Royal Military College, Sandhurst where he remained until February 1915. He was
then sent to the Western Front arriving in France in March. A month later he was dead having been
killed in action on 24 May 1915, northwest of Wieltje, near Ypres. He is reported as having died
leading a bombing party to beat back some of the advancing enemy when he was shot through the
throat. His body was not recovered and he is commemorated on the Ypres Menin Gate Memorial.

Rugby Career He is best known as a rugby player, with 11 appearances for Ireland
between 1905 and 1907, being on the winning side six times, including three wins against England.
He had been eligible to play for England but had been overlooked by the England Selectors. He is
reported as being a forceful rather than a subtle player weighing in 14 stones and just short of six
feet tall. He scored a try in his debut match against England in 1905 which Ireland won. In 1906 he
scored an 80 metre try against South Africa regarded as one of greatest in the history of Irish Rugby
— Ireland lost by 15 points to 12. A persistent knee injury cut short his international career. In 2015
he was inducted to the World Rugby Hall of Fame.

He began his playing career in the Bedford School Rugby XV for five years between 1895 and 1899,
the last three seasons as captain. For the school, he had usually played as a forward. He made his
debut in club rugby for Blackheath at age 15. Other senior teams played for, usually as a centre or
wing, included the Royal Military Academy,Sandhurst; Bedford; Monkstown , Cork County, Munster
and the Barbarians.

Family Connections Basil Maclear was grandson of Sir Thomas Maclear, the late Astronomer
Royal at the Observatory at Cape Town, who was also close friends with David Livingstone, as they
shared a common interest in the exploration of Africa. The Maclear crater on the moon is named
after Sir Thomas, as is Maclear’s Beacon on Table Mountain, the town of Maclear in South Africa,
and Cape Maclear in Malawi.

There were five brothers, three of whom were killed in the First World War —Percy in 1914,
commanding the Second Nigeria Regiment in the Cameroons; Harry with the Royal Dublin Fusiliers
near Loos in 1916; and Basil himself. As part of the events to celebrate the one hundred years
anniversary of the First World War a lecture took place on 8 October 2015 at Bedford School on the
subject of the Maclear brothers which was given by James Smith and Stephen Walker.

Maclear, late Astronomer Royal, Observatory, Cape Town who was also close friends
with David Livingstone, as they shared a common interest in the exploration of Africz
The Maclear crater on the Moon is named after him, as is Maclear’s Beacon on Tablz
Mountain, the town of Maclear, South Africa and Cape Maclear in Malawi. Two o
his brothers were also killed during the war. Lieutenant Colonel Percy Maclear, Rova
Dublin Fusiliers, Commanding 2nd Nigeria Regiment, in the Cameroons on 30 Augus:

He is
robably best remembered as being the first
ot to make a jet-powered vertical take-off

The Squire of Calke in Derbyshire was the
central figure in the greatest heritage ‘cause
célebre’ of the 1980s - the saving for the
nation of his family seat. Before 1981 Calke
Abbey had been one of the great unknown
houses of England, for the Harpur-Crewes
had long been of a distinctly reclusive nature.
Faced with a bill of £8 million for capital taxa-
tion incurred by the death of his brother,
Henry Harpur-Crewe could easily have sold
up the handsome 18th century house and its
gloriously landscaped 14,000 acre estate, not
to mention the extraordinary magpie hoards
of unchanged (and often unpacked) con-
tents. Calke was termed a ‘time capsule’; it
would have been the dispersal sale of the
century. Instead, this shy private man gallantly
exposed himself and his house to the full
glare of the media in order to draw attention
to Calke’s plight. Eventually, after a sensa-
tional campaign to preserve this precious
piece of social and architectural history, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer dramatically
announced in his 1984 Budget speech that
he was giving £4.5 million to the National
Heritage Memorial Fund in order to save
Calke. The property then passed to the
National Trust, which carried out a sensitive
restoration, preserving Calke’s singular atmos-
phere. Credit was rightly given to the heritage
lobby for saving Calke, but not enough rec-
ognition was given to the personal contribu-
tion of Henry Harpur-Crewe.

LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Dear Sir,

It was with great interest that | read David
Heald's article, ‘A Tale of Two Schools — Bed-
ford School and Victoria College’ in the
December issue of The Qusel for, as V. Thorn
I ("V" for Victoria College) | was one of those
evacuees from Jersey who were so kindly
befriended by Bedford School and it was my
mother, Mrs ‘Bunny’ Thom who offered a
home to a number of exiled Victoria College
boys in our house, 19 Lansdowne Road, Bed-
ford . ..

Not being Channel Islanders by birth, my
mother decided to take the family back to
the mainland rather than face the very real
possibility of our being interned later on in
German-occupied France which, as it turned
out, was the right decision, but it did mean
leaving behind everything we possessed,
except for what we could carry in just one
suitcase each.

One of the last things we boys did before
packing our suitcases and hurrying to the har-
bour at St Helier, was to take a cricket stump
and make a deep hole in the garden in which
we each in tun solemnly buried one of our
most precious possessions.

As far as | can remember, my elder broth-
er Michael (the CM. Thom mentioned in
David Heald's article) dropped a half-crown
down the narrow hole. | left a small model
Spitfire behind, minus its propeller, while my
younger brother David decided to bury one
of his best marbles, all safely hidden from
those foreign invaders who were about to
occupy not only the Channel Islands but, as
we then thought, our own house with all our
possessions as well . . .

During that first year back in England, we
went to a preparatory school called ‘Holm-
wood' in Formby and then, when my father
was posted to Scotland, it was decided to
take the three of us to Bedford to join the
other boys from Victoria College who had
already arrived there before us.

In those days we all had the school initial
V' placed before our surname to show that
we were Victoria College boys and through-
out the war we also wore grey suits with
maroon Victoria College caps and ties.

Being dayboys, we were all put into Paulo
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at The Oval in 1895, scoring 27 and 100. Born at Tamworth, Staffordshire, on
October 8, 1867, he was taken to live at Brighton when a month old, and returned
to play for his native county from 1887 to 1890, hcndm_g the batting averages
in the last season when making 133 v, Northamptonshire at Stoke.

on November 19, 1880, “Joe”™ Murrell, as he was always known, began his firsts )

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<lass career with Kent, playing for them in twenty-seven matches between 1899
and 1905. As Fred Huish was then in his prime, Murrel] found the opportunity
to keep wicket on only six occasions during that period, but he caught scventeen
batsmen and stumped three. He took part in the “tie” between Kent and Surrey
at The Oval in 1905, of which match Lord Harris, in his History of Kent County
Cricket, wrote: “To show the coolness of some of our team, when the match
was a tie and Smith skied the ball to Murrell”—at third man—-*‘the latter quietly
rubbed his hands on his trousers and then caught it, while I am told that Blythe
said, before the ball was in Murrell’s hands, ‘This is the first tic-match I have
ever played in!® ”’

The following scason Murrell joined Middlesex, and he retained his place
in the county side until 1926. In that time he helped in the dismissal of 749
batsmen for the county. A first-class wicket-keeper, specially good on the leg-side
because he was left-handed, he would undoubtedly have gained higher honours
had he not been contemporary with E. J. Smith and H. Strudwick. Twice he
helped Middlesex to win the County Chnmpionship, in 1920 and 1921, and of
him Wisden of the time said: “In Murrell, Middlesex had one of the best of
wicket-keepers—never estimated at quite his real value.”

His best performance was when, in 1926, he dismissed six batsmen in the
sccond innings of Gloucestershire at Bristol, catching four and stumping two.

ir Pelham Warner, the former Middleses captain, paid a high tribute to Murrell’s
loyalty, judgment and advice in crjtical situations, particularly when in 1920
Middlesex beat Kent at Canterbury by four runs and Yorkshire at Bradford
by five runs. A fast-footed, tall and lcan right-handed batsman, Murrell could
hit extremely hard. For M.C.C. and Ground against Kent in 1905, he scored
67 out of 89 in forty minutes, and, going in No. 9 for Middlesex at Leeds in 1906,
he punished the Yorkshire bowling for 63 jn just over an hour,

NEWTON, MR, ARTHUR EDWARD, who dicd at his home at Trull, Somerset
on September 15, three days after his 90th birthday, was a famous wicket-keeper
who continued his ivities i ricket until the age of 81. When 74, having
cycled to the Taunton ground to turn out for Somersct Slr&lgglcrx, he demon-
strated that his ability had not seriously declined by stumping five batsmen.
While at Eton in 1880 he began an association with Somerset which lasted for
thirty-four years. “AE.” as he was affectionately known to so many, helped

- M. J. Woods to take a wicket with the first ball he bowled for Somerset. This
was at Edgbaston in 1886. C. w. Rock, batting for \V:n‘wicl\'shirc, missed a very
fast yorker on the leg-side, and Newton stumiped him brilliantly.

Born on September 12, 1862, he played against Harrow at Lord’s in 1879
and the two f‘ollo\\ing years. The maiches of 1880 and 1881 were noteworthy
for the fact that, though p, J. de Paravacini took twelve Harrow wickets on each
occasion, he was twice on the losing side. W hen at Pembroke College, Oxford,
Newton gained a Blue in 1885, and he appeared for Gentlemen against Players
at The Qval in 1897, conceding only two byes in a total of 431, and at Lord’s
in 1902. He took part in two tours abread. In 1885 he was a member of a team
of amateurs who went to the U.S.A. under E. J. Sanders, finishing second in
the batting averages, and in the winter of 1887-88 he visited Australia with
G. F. Vernon’s side.  Cricket grounds in the Antipodes in those far-off days left
much to be desired. Newton used to relate how one of his team-mates refused
to field in the deep during a match in Tasmania because he had sec
wriggle into a hole close to where he was placed! Altogether in first-cl
Newton caught 297 batsmen and stumped 119, Untj] the last ten year:
life he hunted regularly with the Taunton Vale Foxhound
Vale Harriers. He was a member of the M.C.C. from 1884.

NORDEN, MR, RICHARD WATTS, who died at Johannesburg on February 20,
aged 73, played as a slow left-arm bowler for Transvaal between 1904 and 1907.
In a Currie Cup match against Rhodesia at Johzmncsburg in 1905 he took twelve
wickets for 33 runs, his second innings analysis reading 12— 8§—12—38.

NAWAB IFTIKHAR ALl OF PATAUDI, who died after a heart attack while playing
polo at New Delhi on January 5, at the age of 41, will always be associated with

The
gon of Mr. H. P, Newman, who has for some
sensons past played for Bedford Victoria, our
hero firat saw the light of day on February 2
filfteen years ago, at Luton. FEntering the
Modern School early in life he took to cricket
as & duck does to water, and »oon gained dis-
tinction. He won his first coloars last season,
although it cannot be said he didanythinj
romarkable beyond playing a good soun
gsnie,

It is with this season's play that we are
chiefly concerned.

An all-round sportsman who
was ol the peak of his career
in  Victorian  days, died on
Thursday at the age of 82 years.

Oclee,  of  * Minlaten”,  The
Green, Bromham, one of Bed-
fordsihire’s best fast bowlers in
his day and a member of the
Luton Town F.C. team when
that club first played profes-
sional football.

ITe leaves a widow, forimerly
Miss Emily Carr, of Marston,
whom  he married nearly 53
years  apo  at St Marlin's
Church, Kentish. Town. ‘Their
only child, Haro'd  Vernon, was
kitled in 1916 in the Battle of
the Somme. Mrs. Oclee was or-
ganist al Fliton Parish Church
for many years beforether mar-
riage, and was also a kecen
parish worker.

Mr. Oclee was known and re-
membered by many hundreds of
people - in Bedford and  the
Counly, not only because of his
sporling activities bul through
his very long association with
the Iarpur Trust Boys' School.
Ile was appointed to the teach-
ing stafl in 1885, having received
his education in Middlesbroygh,
and remaingd o master there
until  his retirement in 1923,
During his 38} years’ service
he taught most of the classes
from Standard II to Standard
VII mid he must have had up-
wards  of 2,000 boys pass
through his classes. On the
formation of the Evening Insli-
tute he took a class of second-
year continualion boys. Mr.
Oclee was absent from his
dulies only once, and this was
on account of illness.

Bowling Successes

Mr. Oclee played for Bedford-
shire atl cricket in the 'nineties
and carly yecars of (his century,
and numerous were his bowling
successes in  teams captained
by those grand cricketers, Mr.
C. R, Thring and Mr. I1. R. Orr.
Mr. Oclee outlived nearly all his
cricket  contemporaries, who
often talked in after-yecars of
his  performances. In club
cricket he took many wickels
season after season for Bed-
ford Town, Bedfoprdshire Club
and Ground, .and a County
Teachers’ eleven, who had a
very successful run under Mr.
G. M. T. Bates, Mr. Oclec's first
“ chief " at Harpur Trust School.
He was also a useful batsman.

Mr. Oclee was one of Bed-
ford’s finest foolballers in the
latter years of the last century.
He caplained the Town A.F.C.
in 1890-01, when the team losl
only  two matches of the 20
played, and aflerwards played
for Luton.

Born at Maidstone on 20th
September 1863, he was the son
of the late My, and Mrs. Wil-
liam  Oclee, his father being
Head Master of Maulden School,
He lived at Putnoe for many
years before moving to Brom-
ham 14 years ago.

A Beflfordshlre Cricket
Captain

We regret to record the death of Mr.
Herbert Richard Orr, O.B,, of * Stanning-
hall"”, Pemberley Avenue, Bedford, which
occurred at Carrick Grange, Sevenoaks,
on Wednesdny at the age of seventy-five
years. .

Mr. Orr's :name will always be assocl-
ated with the history of Bedfprdshire
cricket, for he way captain of the County
Eleven from-1899 to 1912 and planyed many
u great Inniiigs und took many a wicket
for the side. He played his first game for
Bedfordshire while still at Bedford School
in 1882, and ever since his interest in the
County team; to which he gave invaluable
service, off the fleld as well as on, had
been undiminished. He was a Vice-
President of the County Club and a mem-
ber of the $Selection Committee,

CRICKET IN AUSTRALIA

Mr. Orr was at Bedford School from
1875 to 1884: und for five of these years
he was in the cricket eleven and captained
it in 1884. He was in the Rug‘b{ fifteen
in 1882-1883-1884 and was a fast, strong
wing-threequarter. At Cambridge he just
missed getting his Blue for cricket: he
played for the University against York-
shire and th2 Gentlemen of England. On
leaving the University he went to Aus-
trilia, where his abilily with both bat and
ball was sooh recognized, and he played
for the Melbourne Club under the cop-
taincy of Mr. J, M. Blackham, the
Australian wicket-keeper. He also cap-
tained the first Western Australian team
in 1892. He was a personal friend of
many of the Australian Test cricketers.
He was alsa proud of the fact that he
had had the unique experience of witness-
ing Test cricket in Australin, South Africa,
and Jamalca; as well as in EnElnnd. He
highly valued a small silver casket which
held “cigarette ash, this casket commem-
ornting his victory for the ' Ashes” In
a game of ideck "quoits against famous
Australian cficketers.

In 1899 Mt Orr returned to England
and then ensued his most fruitful associ-
ation with Bedfordshire cricket. Until
19012 he was captain, and his colleagues
during that period included Dr. . .
Morcom, Mr.:%. W. Rice, Mr. B. L. Peel,
Mr. L. G. Stileman-Gibbard, Mr. E. E.
Apthorpe, the evergreen Tom Brown and
George Wharmby, Mr. W. E. King, Messrs.
F. G. Brooks, A. Grierson, and P. A, Foy
(Bedford School), Messrs. N. B. T. Oliver
and F. C. W. Newman (Bedford Modern
School), and Messrs. L. Parbury, A. E.
Holmes-Brown, and W. G. Southwell, who
were the bright particular stars of cricket
at Elstow Sc¢hool when Mr. Orr was a
master for several years during the head-
mastership of the fate Rev. C. F. Farrar.
Under Mr. Orr's leadership the Bedford-
shire Eleven more than once went very
near to winning the Minor Counties
Championship, notably in 1806, and he
had the honour of ski perin{; the side
when they défeated Northamptonshire.

A PRESENTATION

In 1912 My, Orr went to British Col-
umbia nnd 234 people, including 124 mem-
bers of the Eegrord and District League,
subscribed towards a presentation to him
as o mark of appreciation of his notable
services. At.a dinner held in his honour
at Bedford in October 1912 and presided
over by Mr.;R. E. Prothero (afferwards
Lord Ernle), inany fine tributes were paid
to Mr. Orr, who was presented with a
watch and a:cheque. It was stated that
during his thirteen seasons as captain of
Bedfordshire he made 4.043 runs, with an
average of 23.3 {)er innings, and took 190
wickets at an cost of 19.16 runs per wicket.
In British Columbia Mr. Orr went on
playing cricket and was _soon elected
captain of the Vancouver Island Club.

On his return to England he played
Club cricket: in Norfolk until he was
sixty-five, Then he had “ Stanninghall"
built and returned to Bedford. ie at
once renewed his keen interest in Bedford
School and County cricket and- w{\s a
familiar and popular flgure at the matches
with his great friend and fcllow-cricketing
enthusiast, the late Mr, R. W. Rice. IHe
was a generous supporter of the School,
and his family helped to provide a school
cricket pavilion. xi)‘hc handsome pavilion
now on the School ground bears a plate
to the memory of a sister of Mr. Orr
and also commemorates the captaincy of

School elevens by two Orr brothers and
of the pleasure they found at the School.
Mr. Orr offered an annual prize for fleld-
ing, and it Is inlercstlnrg to note that this
was_won last year b o?v Crompton, son
of Mr. Frank Crompton, the County Club
honorary secrotary. One of the last gifts
made to the School by Mr. Orr consisted
of benches to enable spectators to sit in
comfort at the School end of the cricket
table and watch the games. He had ar-
ranged to-get together an eleven in July
to play the School.

At his home, ' Stanninghall ", he had a
well-nppointed bowls green, which was
laid oul by Mr. * Dick " Rogers, of Modern
School cricket fame, and here a match
was played annually during Old Bed-
fordian Week. Mr. Orr's _team also
entertalned the Borough Police side
:\nnunll{. A [eature which always capti-
vated the new visitor was the weather-
vane, which embodied the figure of Father
Time with a scythe and hour-glass. This
vane is a replica of the famous one at
Lords, a ground where Mr. Orr, himself
a long-standing member of the M.C.C.
found much pleasure

GREAT FRIENDS OF BEDFORD
SCHOOL

Mr. Orr, who was unmarried. was the
sccond son of the late Mr. Henry Adair
Orr and Mrs, Orr, whose home was at
Pemberley, off the Kimbolton Road. As
stated above. all the family were grecat
friends of Bedford School. Mrs. Orr, who
was born in 1832, died in May 1907. Her
five children were Stanley, Herbert, Row-
lund, Laura. and Florence. Miss Florence
Orr, who died in July 1924, was known
in Bedford for her manifold charitable
activities and particularly for her work
in connexion with Hospital Week, of
which she was President. Mr. Rowland
Frederick Augustus Orr, who died on 1st
Junuary 19830, aged sixiy-three, was an
all-round sportsman and captalned the
Bedford School Cricket Eleven in 1885.
The other sister, Miss Laura Gertrude
Ida Orr, died in August 1930.

The home of the Orrs at Pemberley
originally covered a large expanse of
ground near the Bedford School field.
Pemberley was subsequently used as the
Hcaod Master's residence and it was even-
tually purchased by the Harper Trust to
nllow of an extension to the School Field.
The_site of the School Chapel was at one
time the orchard of Pemberley,

R. W. Rice, the old Gloucestershirc and
Bedfordshire player, he is a familiar and
popular figure at the Bedford School and
Goldington Road grounds. It is entertain-
ing to sit with Mr. Orr and Mr, Rice and
their frienda and to hear their stories of
the giants and the games of a past genera-
tion, These are no old en's rambling
reininiscences, but vitally alive, pointed,
often humorous etories of a grand gamne
and the outstanding personalities who have
peopled the famous theatres of the sport.

But to persuade Mr. Orr to speak u} his
own record and to get him relating stories
of others are two different things, However,
T can give a fow brief particulars of his
playing carecr which illustrate his great
experience and his devotion to Bedford-
shire oricket.  He was at Bedford School
from 1875 to 1884, anil was a member of the
Qehool Fleven.

1 ouly hope that
it will not only go up to British Columbia,
but come back , and that I alwll be wearing
it again, in the pavilion, maybe, or at least
not far from o, ocounty match, if there is
one going on when 1 come back. (Cheers.)
I should like to refee back to the birth of the
new county club. T shall never forget on
my roturn from Australin, in 1899, how
pleaised T wos Lo hear that there was n mune-
ment on font to restart the club, I had
played for the County Club nas far back as
1882, and 1 knew what difficulties there were
in the way of getting the thing going. No
one knowa better than I that the Bedford-
shire County Club would not be in existence,
would not have been restarted. but for two
men, and those two men are Mr. Allen and
Mr. Marks.  (Applause.) T never attended
more dull. apathetic meetings than the first
three or four on my return, and it was ahso-
lutely due to their zea!, business methods,
and tenacity,  that the ship got launched
After the ship was launached it rested solely
upon the players to keop it aioat.

In thoso cases it scems to ma that
we are able to pratify our appetites, and at
the anme time aﬂnk that we are improving
our minds. *'Ovur gueat’ is in fact just like
ono of those tablets that gentlamen who
ought not to drink champagne and do;-gentle.
men who havo not got the gastric vigour tu
digoat it or the moral vigour to refuse it--put
into their champagne in order to digest it.
And that purpuse is served by "“Our guest’ at
that sort of political banquet. Then again
that samo object—easy digestion—is some-
times quite barely und without any disguise
aimed at, sa when a man is invited to be
“Qur guest” at some dinner for aJ)urpoae
with which he is whoally unconnected. Ho
is well.known as a fluent and excellent after-
dinner sponker, and he is asked because he
will amuso us and keep us awako whilo we
recover from a hearty meal. And I believe
from that point of view, as & ‘‘devilled bis-
cuit” Mr. Marks is in great request in the
town of Bedford—(loud laughter)—and Mr.

Neither,
speaking of course strictly for myself, are

¥irl. But he is here to-night on quite a dif-
erent ground..

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THE LATE MR. F. R. ORR

MEMBER OF WELL-KNOWN BEDFORD
FAMILY

The deatl: took place un lst January at
“ pemberly ”’, Kimbolton Road, Bediford,
of Mr. Rowland Frederick Augustus Orr
after an illness of only two days. Mr.
Orr was aged 63, and death followed u
heart attack. 1lle was the youngest son
of the late Mr. and Mrs. Henry Adair
Orr, and came of a family closely asso-
ciated with Bedford School, where he was
educated, As a lad he lived at the " Pem-
berly * which subsequently was used us
the residence of the Head Master and
which was eventually purchased by the
Harper Trust and pulled down to allow
of an extension to the School fleld. The
site of the School Chapel was at one time
an orchard attached to Pemberly House.

The late Mr. Orr's brother, Mr. Herbert
R. Oir, was formerly a well-known
cricketer at the School and was for many
years captain of the Bedfordshire County
Cricket XI, A sister, Miss Florence Orr,
who died in July, 1924, w.3 known in_the
town for her manifold charitable activities
and particularly for her work in connexion
with [Hospital “Week, of which she was
president.

In his day the late Mr. Orr was & well-
known figure ‘in local sports circles. He
was & member of the chxool X1 for four
‘ears (1882-5), succeeding his brother, Mr.

erbert Orr, in the captaincy in his last
senson. An accomplished bat and a prolific
scorer, after leaving School he played for
Kensington Park, a well-known London
Club in those days, and for his mnative
county. For Bedfordshire he played under
the captainey of Mr. L. C. R, ghrmg, Head
Master of Dunstable Bchool, and of his
brother, Mr. H, R, Orr. He was & brilliant
cover-point. Mr. Orr was slso an enthusias-
tic Rugby player, an¢ was one of the
Bchool'g three-quarters in the 1884-5 season.

Mr. Rowland Orr was a member of the
baonking profession. For nearly forty years
he was with Lloyds Bank in the Btrand, in
later vears as caghier. On hig retirement he
returned to Bedford and lived with his sis-
ter at ‘‘ Pemberly ', where he found great
pleasure in his hobby of gardening. Of a
very kindly and charitable diaposi[iou, he
helped :iony causes in o quiet and un-
obtrusive way. He was unmarried.

THE FUNERAL

The funcral took place on Monday this
week, the interment being preceded by a
service at St. Paul's Church conducted by
the Qurate (the Rev. H. R. Bate). The
fumily mourners present were: Mr. R. H.
Orr and Miss Orr (brother and sister), Mr.
J. B. Orr (nephew), Mrs. Stuart Mason
imcue) Mr. Douglas Orr (nephew), and Miss
rene brr (niece).

Among others in the Church were Canon
Rawdon Briggs, the Rev. L. P. Bmith
(Goldington), Mr. W. E. Smith, Mr. Donald
Piper, and Mr. H. M. Newcomb.

The choir was in attendance, and before
tﬁhe arrival of the rnourners Mr. H. J.
Colson, at the organ, played funeral music
by Grieg. The Twenty-third Psalm was
chanted, and the hymns sung were ‘ The
King of Love my Shepherd is " and ‘‘ Jesu,
Lover of my soul .

Such a project, so carried out, costs a great deal
of money—#£5,500 is the latest figure mentioned if
we want the latest improvements. To meet this a
loan will be negotiated which it is important to
reduce as far as possible by contributions; and
we print elsewhere the letter which has been ad-
dressed by the Head Master to the parents of
boys now at the School, and to the Governors
of the Harper Trust, together with a list of sub.
scribers up to date. It will be seen that while
subscriptions have been extremely generous, they
have not been very numerous; and it is hoped
that all those appealed to will send what they
can afford, with the assurance that sums large
or small will be most gratefully received. Other-
wise we may fall so far short of the projected
£1,500 as to endanger the whole scheme.

It will be noticed that no direct appeal is being
addressed to Old Bedfordians : it is felt that many
calls have already been made upon them by the
School, to which they have made a most generous
response. But the idea of building a Swimming
Bath is one which many of them have long been
urging, and we believe that the present scheme
will entirely commend itself to them; so that
there may well be some of them who will feel
that they can afford to contribute to it, and would
really like to do so. If, in that case, they will
send their cheques to the Head Master, they will
be conferring an important benefit upon the School,
and are assured of our great gratitude.

Meanwhile, the many arrangements that have
to be made before beginning to build are almost
all successfully concluded; and we owe much
already to the good will and co-operation of the
Harper Trust and the Town Council. We are
encouraged to hope that the building will  be
started before long, and that the Bath will be
opened in the Summer Term.

¢ Pemberly,” Kimbolton Road, Bedford, of Mr.
Rowland Frederick Augustus Orr, after an illness
of only two days. Mr. Orr was aged 63, and
death followed a heart attack. He was the
youngest son of the late Mr. and Mrs. Henry
Adair Orr, and came of a family closely associated
with Bedford School, where he was educated. As
a lad he lived at the ‘ Pemberly,” which subse.
quently was used ‘as the residence of the Head
Master, and which was eventually purchased by
the Harper Trust and pulled down to allow of
an extension to the School field. The site of the
School Chapel was at ohe time an orchard attached
to Pemberly House. In his day the late Mr. Orr

= .

was a well-known figure in local sports circles.
He was a member of the School XI for four years
(1882-5), succeeding his brother, Mr. Herbert Orr,
in the captaincy in his last season. An accom-
plished bat and a prolific scorer, after leaving
School he played for Kensington Park, a well-
known London Club in those days, and for his
native county. For Bedfordshire he played under
the captaincy of Mr. L. C. R. Thring, Head
Master of Dunstable School, and of his brother,
Mr. H. R. Orr. He was a brilliant cover-point.
Mr. Orr was also an enthusiastic Rugby player,
and was one of the School’s three-quarters in the
1884-5 season. Mr. Rowland Orr was a member
of the banking profession. For nearly forty years
he was with Lloyds Bank in the Strand, in later
years as cashier. On his retirement he returned
to Bedford and lived with his sister at ‘ Pem-
berly,” where he found great pleasure in his hobby
of gardening. Of a very kindly and charitable
disposition, he helped many causes in a quiet and
unobtrusive way. He was unmarried.”

The splendid service to Bed-

fordshire cricket of all-
rounder Glyn Owen from
1939 to 1857, was marked
during the luncheon interval
on Monday by the presenta-
tion of a gold wristlet watch,

the Lord Lieutenant of Bu:d)f
fordshire, -Major Simon
Whitbread, patron of the
County Club, who described
Owen 83 ‘“‘a great all-rounder
whose unbounded enthusiasm
for the game brought jov
to countless numbers of

people.”
Major Whitbread then went on

to recall some of the high-
ll%hts of Owen's 18 yvears
with the qlub during which

time he scored 3,858 runs
and took 275 wickets.

In 1039 he was in a second-

wicket partnership with N,
E. Browning- of 291, a Bed-
fordshire record, Owen's
contribution being 155. He
topped the batting averages
In 1948, his highest score
being 162 not out and his
average 79.50.

He again topped the batting

in 1950 (highest 124 not out)
and in 1954 (highest 170 not
out). In 1953 he headed the
bowling averages with 37
wickets.

Owen's achievement was the

more remarkable  hecause
there was no play during the
War years.
