. IS CRICKET DYING OUT?
To the Editor. .

8ir,—Perhaps you may find spaoce in your columns
for a fow words from an old criocketer, who has

layed andloved cricket well over forty y and still
Eopes to make a few more notches eres failing sight
and powers have their way, and the batis laid aside
tor good, Not the first time my pen has been taken
up with the idea of putting in a word for the old
game, but hitherto I bave spared the public what
some would call the haverings of an old fogey.

Now, however, so many letters have reoently
appeared in various papeis ns the resuly of this
season’s lamentable Test matches, I, too, feel I must
have my say. Many suggestions have been made, but
I think they all miss the mark. It sesms to me that
the whole thing lies in a nutshell.  Cricked in
England, if not actunlly dying out, is at ANy rate
losing popularity, and what are the causes? “First,
money ; and secondly, the length of matches.
As regards the first. In my young daya county
matches were played by nmatsurs, and’ the pro.
fessional element did not then predominate as it now
does. The Gentlemen v. Players match was o’ fight
between batting on one side, and bowling on the
other. The Gentiemen couldn’t bowl, and the
Players couldn’t bat. Now the professionals
do both, and amateurs, with s few exoeptions,
cannot compete with the professionals with the
result that county oricket is relegated to the
lattor, Well, the gmfeasionnls have to be paid,
and those counties that have big towns, and oconse.
quently big ‘‘gates,” have it all their own way.
Promising young players, in counties such as Dorset,
are bought up by the longer.purses, and auch
counties have no chance, Ing, moreover
deserted by the amateurs, who not caring
to play endless losing games, prefer to qualify
for other counties, where money is more plentifui.
Again, if money is a necessity, present day cricket
defeats this eud. People won's go and see long
drawn out matohes, beginning at oleven or twelve in
the morning, lasting three days, and then probably
unfinished.  “*Gates ” at football show a very differ.
ent tune, and the reason is obvioua.

_In old days each ground had 188 one or more profes-
sional for pravtice bowling and tending the ground, In
friendly matches should there be a dearth of bowlara,
the professional was included in the sjde
by arrangement.  Nowadaya, sides, especially
county teams, are composed of professionals,
with the, addition of an. ocoasional amateur,
and the result is, and must thas
amateurs, unless in the first flight, get no
cricket, and eo don't play at all.  Cripkes
then was & pleasure, and what fun it was!  Now
it's & business, dependent on the beastly rupee
(torgive me, I'mi an old Indian). ' Thengou knew
porsunall{ all your own sido at sny rata. Bat of lats
years I found myself playing. & stranger amongst
strangers, and cricket under those oircumstanoes loses
hulf its cbarm, ’
