Gaining fine  posseasion of the wicket, the
Dunalmiane, going in at twenty-Jve minutes to twalve,
wtayed in unlil ten minutes to threw, the inmingw lasing
actually two hotme and a half and producing 150 rucs,
A poor commancemet ‘was MWaide when J. Bucknell

was dismissed at 9, and A, Oliver, a Conmett player -

who was mweking hia dobut for the commty, at 16, both
wickete falling to the bowling of George Milna, C.
Brooka and A, 1. Soott-Owen made s promising etand
for the thind wscket, but going on at 31 in plam_'fl
Fleey, Ord Ricbardson, with leg breal s, againet which
the batamem never appesred comfortable, mot with
surprising suco-sa. At €0 Rrovka wasdismiss~d br aoatch
at log off Richardwon's bowling, and at T4 Roott-Owan
had hin wicketa eoadtorad with & hreak bail that com-
pletely boat him, the bateman making no stroke at
ali, Then av 82 T, COoulson foll 1o a stnart cateh at
leg by Flsey off tho bowling of Richardeon, who had
now captured three wicketa at s cost of 13 rune, In
an hour and twenty minuteas Durham had lost five
wickets for 82 runa. The Northumbriane met with no
further sucome before the interval far lunchaon, B. B.

The Northumbrians made a most disastrous opemng
to thair imnings, which began juet after throe o'olock,
and though a fine third-wicket partnership by Richard-
son and Carr held out hopes of a woro boing realined
mirpasning that of the Durelminne, a curprising bowl-
ing performance by Jas. Bewiock, who had all the
betamen in sora trouble, wae the chief caume of the
venturs @inishing in two hours and ten minutes for
& total falling 27 behind that of the home oounty e
8. Anderson was out without a run having been ecored,
Clonleon running from equare leg to mid-an and taking
a emart catch off the bowling of Morrie. and at 14
0. F. Stanger-leattes was bowled by the Sunderland
profemional, Richardson, in upon the fall of the
firat wicket. and uncomfortable in his opening play
against the bowling of Morr's,was now joined by Clarw,
the stand of the innlngs boing mado. Richardsom
quiakly ecttled down to one of the best hatting displaye
he has ever given for the county. and he had made
50 out of 68 in just over an hour before ho waa third
out, leg beforo wicket, 1o Thackerey. In Richardson'a
score thero were soven 4's, three 3's, and two 2's,
many of his beet etrokes being pretty placings w
leg. Care waa then joined by F. W, Gilleapio, who
was unfortunately badly etruck on the hand twico
trom Morris' bowling, whioch wae accasionally getting
up dangeronsly off the wicket. Slowly the score was
raiscd to B1, when Bewiok, a bowler who has met with
no very moteworthy euccess for hie club this seacon,
dinplaced Thackerny in the attack, and brought about
a roally startling ohange in the run of the gams.

From the firat delivery of Bewick, Carr was cus to &
bad stroke in the slips to Thackeray, and after Milne had
benn bowlsd by s ** yorker” from Morria at 81, Gillenpia,
two runs later, aleo fell to an ensy cateh by Thackeray off
Bewiok's bowling. At 987 N. R. F. Wilkinson gave an
accepted chance in the long field to Oliver off Bewick,
and (0. M. Skinner, who sliaped most promisinglv, and,
with R. Foater, looked like making n good fight to gnin
the lead on the first innings, was clean bowled by the
