When four men were out Kangs, in
trying to hit a ball to leg, struck Shields so severely on the he¢ad
that he retired from the game, Sturman taking his place behind
the wicket., Shivram and Salam-ud-din put on 91 in 55 minutes,
the former hitting well all round in his 85.
