OXFORDSHIRE COUNTY C.C.

THE AVERAGES.

The record of the Oxfordshire County C.C. for
the eeason 1928 in the Minor (‘ountins’ Champion-
ship was: Played, 8; won, 3; lost, 3; won on tho
1at innings, 1; lost on the 1st inninus, 1. It was
the first ecason of the captaincy of Capt. B. J.
Henry, who was the succesenr of A. I". Alington.
'The ueual difficulty was experienced in getting
together a side, but on the whole the tramn waa
often more representative than lnst geason, and
the record is by no means discouraging. Per
haps the chicf features wero the discevery of
two young players of whom a great deal may be
expected.  Ono  was Joey Rogers, an ex-City
uchoolboy, as a fast bowlor, and the other, a
wicket-keeper, in W. W, Inge, a son of the Vicar
of St. Gileg’, It will be noticed that Repers
lieads the bowling averages, no mean feat for a
young player. That he ia a really fast howler for
a few overs cannot be denied, but his action is
rather lahoured and his arm too low, and if he
intends following cricket as a career ho will be
well advised during the winter to eradicate these
faults, I would suggest his being put under a
firstclass pro. at the Faulkner School of Cricket,
or at Durston’s School.  Some critics scoff at
petion and form in a bowler, but a high de-
livery with perfect boxly work are really the first
essentials in any succeseful bowler. Inge was
not discovered till late in the season, and he ia
the most promising keeper the cluh have had for
many years. As to the batting of the side, Harry
Walker and S. C. B. Ice, the latter of whom re-
turned after a eeason’'s absence, were the chief
run-gettera, and they received capital support
from Walters (who<e average, however, fell from
36.00 to 25.2), Len. Rogers, ITartley and Caldwell,
a newcomer, hy no means a young man. In the
bowling. Hartley, Thomas and Walters did yeo-
man serviea, but it is deubtful if T'hamas and
Walters wern quite so good as in 1927,  Frank
[nrtley’a welcome return made a hig difference
to the aide, and this dashing ericketer was equally
ood as howler, bataman and fieldsman. As will
Fwn geen from the avoerapges trials were given to
21 plavers, Batt'ng generally in the City and
(ournty is not o sonnd as it chould ha,  Despite
the big scores made in loral cricket, there are
comparatively few batsmen who can enceessfully
bridge the gulf between local cricket and Minor
(‘ounty cricket, which ia a great deal wider than
n good many peonle think, I have eceen a lot of
lneal  ericket this eeazan, and yet T could not
honestly say there is a hatsman in any club who
rould make his mark tn County ericket, thouch

RBowtell, of North Oxford, and Spindler, of the
Servants, would he moro likely to be suceesaful
than one or two of the young plavers tried this
reason  hy Oxfordshire.” The need of a really
good epin-howler is «till as great a necessity as
ever. The etandard of howling in loeal cricket
it Inwer than the batting, and the art of howl-
ing is rapidly dyine ant. hecansa the young fellows
will not get the net hahit and bowl two or threa
nights a week, Directly wo develop our batting
an onnder Tines and bawlers hegin to practice
cerionsly, Oxfordshire will pet the talent of
which it i< hadly in need. Capt. Henry has been
an enthnsiastic and opular eaptain, hut he
would ha well advis to insist en a stronzer
committea and not leava the eelection of the
team tn those who see very littla lacal ericket.
There ia a feeling in some quarters., nnder the
present avstem, that in arder te get into the
Connty side vou must be a member of the City
Clnh. Tt may be quite unjustified.  Still the
assnmption is there, and the only way to remove
it is ta q‘nf on the cammittan keen players of
other ~lube, with no axe to grind and with the
interests of the County their cole ohjectiva, Tn
this way there would he a wider interest in the
0.C.¢.C. and more suheeribers,
The averages of the club for tho season are:
