He spent five years in Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe) before starting with Yorks and he is generally felt to have the best opening bowling partner that Fred Trueman had. He was 
particularly prolific in the hat-trick of titles seasons in the 1960s.  He never played international cricket but had been selected for the 1964/65 tour of South Africa but had to 
withdraw through injury. His was capped in 1963 and his benefit season in 1973 raised £13,214 (or £160, 863.61 in 2020) 

He began his cricket career with Hanging Heaton (Bradford CL) and was later the professional with Marske CC (North Yorks & S Dirham CL).
