The Committee have pleasure in presenting their Report for the season 1953,
During the year the usual ten Minor Counties’ Matches were played, of which theee
were won, o were lost, thice won in the first innings and two lost in the first
innings.

This sepresents Morthumsherland’s best performance in Minor Countics
Cricket since 1936, and it was achicved despite the handicap that, ior the fiest time
for many years, the side did not enjoy the services of a regalir professional with
first-class county cxpericnee.  Northumberiand's position wis joint 7th i the
Minor Counties™ Leaguc

The best batieg perionmances during the year wee 1o b Eiddeil’s 125 NUO.
against Yorkshire Zad tcam ar Jesmond, and his 107 apainst Cheslrire, i dowsey's
125 N.O. against Stallordshire, and K. G Savidsen's 100 wcashire.
L. E. Liddel!, the Captain, had a grear batting scason, Ginishing with an averags of
46.58. K. Farl made a welcome raturn to form and bowied welt throughoat the
season taking 46 wickets for 613 runs. The side this year was strengthencd by
Smith, K. who has now a residential quabification ior Northumberland., K. G.
Davidson and Watson, respectively, baticd and bowled consistently well Walton
had a disappointing season.  ‘There was a gencral iimproveent in the fclding and
we can look forward with confidence 1o a successful scazan in 1954, alihough the
services of Atkinson will not be available 1o the sid2 until August.

In addition to matches played in the Minor Counties™ Comipetition, [riendly
county games were playved with Cumberland at Cahisle and with o Yorkshire
First X1 at Jesmond.  Yorkshire had hoped 1o send their regular First X! but, as
a Fest Trial clashed with the fixture, were unible 1o do o, The side they sent
however, thoagh not their best, was an extreniely good one and one which had
represented them in many frst-class matches and the public showed their appre-
ciition by giving good support to the fixture.  This visit of o first-ciass side from a
county with such outstanding cricket traditions was a greal encouragement (o your
committee and to cricket in the area which cannot fuil to have been greatly siimulited
and the committee would like to express their very cordial thanks to the Yorkshire
Committee for making the fixture possible und for reneving it s Scason 1954,
The nuilch was drawn.

Although the weather was not favourabic for ericket, we again had reasenable
support from the public and 18,275 people paid at the gate o watch all matches,
a decrease of 618 compiared with the previous year,

In 1954 Minor Counties Matches will, as usual, be played spainst Durham,
Yorkshire 2nd., FLancashire 2nd., Stallordshire and Cheshire.

A two day friendly fixtuie has been arranged with Camberland and West-
morland, to be pliyed on South Northumberknd Ground.,  The Cominittee has
been fortunale also in being able to mahke a fixture with Canada for Saturday and
Monday tne 2isi and 23rd August, and aiso one with Yorkshire 1st X1 for 25th,
26th and 27th Augusi, when it is hoped that maay test and trial players wiil be on
the Yorshire side.  Mombers will appieciate that making fixtures of this nature
incurs considerabic expeise, and it is hoped that the attendinces on these days will
justify the Committee’s action,
